The EMR Policy Institute supports cell phone EMR reduction, but not based solely on a phone’s Specific Absorption Rate (SAR) as emphasized in the report issued by The Environmental Working Group:  Limit Your Exposures To Cell Phone Radiation found at:
http://www.ewg.org/project/2009cellphone/cellphoneradiation.php 

Choosing a lower SAR phone is good, but only with other measures first and foremost:  wired earpiece use, preferably hollow air tube; speakerphone use; more use of corded phones; shorter conversations; turning phone or PDA OFF when worn on the body; and strictly limiting cell phone use by children.

In fact, a lower SAR is more highly linked to worse pathological leakage of the blood-brain barrier evidenced in the peer-reviewed published research.  Consequently, lowering SARs is an inadequate precaution - by itself.
